If not, provide ALFC Office with 
a completed Team Official form so a risk management may be completed. See risk management instructions.  
Manager (if applicable): Cards are generated for Managers by request since they are not generally on the sideline. If the 

Manager is to be on the sideline, make sure ALFC knows at registration with Team Official Form on file. It is not necessary to 
enter the same person as a Coach/Assistant Coach and Manager.
